The 2011-2012 budget documents contain the statutory requirements of a budget message.
Included you will find the budget summary; budget estimates of revenue and expenditures for the
2011-2012 school year; actual revenue and expenditures for 09-10 (2™ prior year actual); actual
10-11 revenue and expenditures as of May 31, 2011 (1% prior year actual); and 10-11 budgeted
revenue and expenditures. Additional information includes historical data pertaining to Average
Daily Attendance, Assessed Valuation, and Combined Fund Balance.

The estimates of the receipts and expenditures for 2011-2012 were developed using input from
district staff, the State Funding Formula, the assessed valuation from the County Assessor, and
the approved budgets for the various State and Federal programs in which the district is
participating. The 2011 projected aggregate assessed valuation of $575,747,329 was used to
estimate current and delinquent tax revenue.

Elimination of federal stimulus revenues over $1 million
Reduction in Title revenues of $400,000

Classroom furniture replacement $90,000

Increase in benefits of 8% for January — June 2012
Increase cost in pupil food of 2.5%

Increase in liability insurance premiums of 7%
Elimination of capital lease payment of $487,000
Increase in sewer taxes of $90,000
