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RE: Budget Message

The 2010-2011 budget documents contain the statutory requirements of a budget message.
Included you will find the budget summary; budget estimates of revenue and expenditures for the
2010-2011 school year; and actual revenue and expenditures for the preceding two years.
Additional information includes historical data pertaining to Average Daily Attendance, Assessed
Valuation, and Combined Fund Balance.

The estimates of the receipts and expenditures for 2010-2011 were developed using input from
district staff, the State Funding Formula, the assessed valuation from the County Assessor, and
the approved budgets for the various State and Federal programs in which the district is
participating. The 2010aggregate assessed valuation, as provided by the county commissioner, of
$561,704,711 was used to estimate current and delinquent tax revenue.

The following items are reflected in the 2010-2011 Budget:

Reduction in revenue from state formula dollars, 4% of formula calculation.
Reduction in Proposition C revenues of 6%.

Reduction in transportation revenue funding from the state of 50%.
Increase in local assessed valuation of .42%.

Reduction of 26 staff positions through attrition.

Salary freeze for staff as approved by the board in May 2010.
Reduction of stipends as approved by the board in May 2010.
Withhold computer lab replacement cost of $100,500.

Reduction in purchased service and supply budgets of 10%.
Withhold furniture replacement cost of $86,638.

Increase in benefits of 10% for January — June 2011.

Increase cost in workmen’s compensation insurance of 10%.
Increase cost in pupil food of 11%.

Increase in liability insurance premiums of 7%.

Capital projects funded from 2010 bond.

ARRA stimulus funds to be expended by December 2011.
